4. Payment for 6 week ticket ($95) or Century Pass ($199 - 499).
Make checks out to Wachusett Mountain Ski Area.

5. $50 payment for user fees. Make checks out to West Boylston
Public Schools. This is a mandatory user fee for all members, whether
you ride the bus or not.

Applications will not be processed until all required documents have been
received.

Spaces will be filled on a first come, first served basis. In order fo meet
the December 1 deadline for price reductions, all paperwork must be in by
November 23 to allow for processing and mailing.
